RULES & INFORMATION FOR AWAY SHOWS

» Riders may share privately owned horses if approved by the coach. The decision of charging a horse use fee will be
the decision of the horse’s owner, and will be between the owner and rider.

» Complete proper show attire is required for away shows. No sharing attire! This includes gloves, hair nets, etc.!

 Riders must be present throughout the entire show day and are responsible for their horse’s safety and care throughout
the day. This includes making sure your horse has water, hay, and a clean stall.

* Riders may not leave the showgrounds for any reason, and must be present to load and unload their horse both at the

farm and show grounds.

* Riders must be supervised at all times by the coach or assistant coach while mounted.

* Transportation to and from the shows will be the responsibility of the parents/guardians.

* Food is available on the premises. Riders are responsible for bringing their own money and buying lunch/drinks.

* REFUNDS for away shows are ONLY available if horse or rider are sick or injured prior to leaving for the show.
Refunds for trailering fees are NON-REFUNDABLE. Show fees may be refundable with the exception of a “scratch

fee” withheld by the show management.

* FEES AND ENTRIES for away shows are due NO LATER than 2 weeks prior to each competition.

REQUIRED ITEMS & ATTIRE

In addition to required attire, riders must also have the following:
White Contour Saddle Pad (no square show team pads or quilted pads)

Brown or Black Crop

Leather (or simulated leather) Show Girth (may be fleece-lined)

Halter and Lead Rope (not a grooming halter)

Grooming Supplies (hoof pick, brushes, comb, towel, leather cleaner)

*NO SHARING ATTIRE OR CROPS! Please have your own!*
